On behalf of Lafayette Bluenose LLC, we are pleased to submit this major site plan application for a new 
8525± SF (41,930± GSF) four-story hotel to replace the former 8000± SF Bluenose Inn hotel building 
that burned in February 2022. The proposed project is located on a 4.37-acre parcel in the Bar Harbor 
Gateway land use district where hotels are a permitted use. For the most part, the new building will be 
constructed in the same location as the former hotel building and parking and circulation areas in front of 
the building will remain. The overall amount of impervious area on the site will not increase following the 
completion of this project. The new hotel will consist of 21 suites designed for occupancy by couples, 
which is a reduction in use when compared to the former hotel building, which had 45 guest rooms, half 
of which had one king-size bed and the other half had two double or queen-size beds. Due to a lower 
guest capacity at the new hotel, we anticipate that water demand, wastewater disposal and trip generation 
will  decline when compared to the previous use. Because the amount of impervious area on the site will 
not increase and that stormwater drainage patterns will remain the same, stormwater generation will not 
change as a result of this project.
